In January 2010 the Board was elected at the annual meeting.  The Board remains the 

same with the addition of Jim Lissner. We sadly accepted the resignation of Laurie Meir 
in July 2010.

Progress 
The Board in 2009 eliminated previous paid positions.  All members of the Board now serve 
on a voluntary basis. 

We implemented a new bookkeeping system for the treasurer and opened a checking 
account separate from the one used by the Security Committee. 

We continued to have an employee, Jesus, to help maintain the cleanliness of the area.  At 
the annual meeting it was voted that we purchase a cell phone for Jesus for emergency use.  

By the beginning of 2010 we had $4,854.39.  The Board voted that some of this be set aside 
to have an emergency reserve fund.  The Board was conservative in spending in 2009 to 
ensure stability of SRA.The Board has earmarked $2300 from 2008 and $2300 from 2009 for 
a contingency fund.  It is the hope of the Board that we will be able to set aside this amount 
each year so that we are in a financial position to make improvements in our community in 
the future.

Turtle Signs:  were repaired and installed on the beach. 

School Supply Drive:  We attempted a school supply drive in late 2009.  While there were 
no responses to our call for supplies several individuals in the community bought and 
delivered supplies and books to their schools of choice. 

Emergency Information:  We are offering to allow members and non-members to supply 
emergency contact information for our database so that in an emergency, your family or 



whomever you choose can be contacted.  This can be for residents or people just visiting.  All 
information in the database is confidential and only seen by Board Members. 

In early 2010 there were a few incidences in Surfside that motivated the Board to offer a 
service to the community where you can put emergency contact information on file in our 
database.  This information would only be used to contact your family or other contact person 
on your behalf in the case of an emergency.

Projects Under Consideration 
The Orchard:  It has been brought to the attention of the Board that the orchard is in need 
of some TLC.  We are in the process of getting information how to revitalize our community 
orchard.  If you have any suggestions or would like to help with this project contact any Board 
member.   

Mosquitoes:  With the onset of the rainy season mosquitoes have made their appearance in 
large numbers and they bring with them the threat of dengue and malaria.  Sherrie met with 
the Ministerio de Salud (Department of health) in Santa Cruz. They will not be spraying in our 
area this year because there are too many other communities with greater needs.  Santa 
Cruz has around 1000 cases of dengue.  The Health Department was helpful in giving 
Sherrie information about types of sprayers and chemicals to use should Surfside decide to 
spray certain areas on their own.  Conchal Resort is an example of a community that has 
taken this move.  We are presently looking into a spraying program with the help of the ASA 
(water board).
